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This research has the purpose for studying the participation of people in Jok 
weaving process of Thai Yuan people in Kubua sub-district, Mueang district, Ratchaburi 
province by using the questionnaire as a tool for collecting data from people in Moo 2, Baan 
Ra-Nong, Kubua sub-district. The sample were about 210 people. The statistics used for 
analyzing was the mean, the standard deviation and the analysis of the different variables in 
each group and each couple by using the analysis of one-way ANOVA. 
 The results were found that sample mostly was female (69.5%); between 36-50 
years old (53.3%); educated level as primary school or below(51.0%); salary as between 
5,001-10,000 baht(58.1%); gotten married (75.2%); mostly daily payment employee (62.9%); 
4-6 members per family (62.9%); and lived in this area for between 11-15 years(33.3%). The 
level of knowledge about the process of Jok weaving generally was medium. The social 
capital of the participation in Jok weaving generally was medium  The participation in 
determining the marketing mix generally was medium. When considering the level of factors 
of the participation in determining the marketing mix in each side found was medium 
especially in places and prices. The less level were products and promotion. The level of the 
participation was also medium. When considering the participation of people in each category 
was high especially in sense of belonging and physically involved The medium level was 
emotionally involved The less level was intellectually involved. By testing hypothesis, it was 
found that there was no significant difference There are 2 importance recommendations. 
Firstly the people should be allowed to involve in develop the pattern of cloths and secondly, 
the people more involve in wearing clothes from the community. 
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
